LESSONS ON DISCIPLESHIP 

1. People you think might be a great asset to the team, could actually hinder 
trust in God.

2. God desires us to have child-like trust in Him.
3. God wants us to trust Him and not riches and not rich men.
4. We must seek the kingdom first.
5. We must value spiritual, eternal things more than physical and temporal 

things. 
6. We must acknowledge God’s supernatural work needed in the salvation 

of souls.
7. We must be motivated in life by our love for Christ and our love for the 

gospel.
8. We must find encouragement in the ways God compensates His children 

in this life and in the next.
9. We must expect resistance as we follow Jesus.
10. We must strive to be servants, to be “last” now.
11. We must anticipate unique reversals after the Judgment Seat of Christ.
